
The internet is a global entity with a highly diverse user population and library patrons use it at their own risk. We encourage unobjectionable use of the internet. But, as with other library materials, restriction of a child’s access to the internet is the responsibility of the parent/legal guardian.
The library does not monitor and has no control over the information accessed through the internet and cannot be held responsible for its content. 

Just as the library does not restrict access to other material forms/formats to promote intellectual freedom, we cannot refuse access to internet content that someone else may deem objectionable. However, since the library internet is located in a public area, users are asked to consider this when accessing potentially controversial information. The library reserves the right to ask individuals to discontinue the display of information which may cause disruption. Also, while it may not be illegal under Iowa law for an adult to view material that “might be harmful to minors” it is a violation of the Dunkerton Public Library acceptable computer use, and of common correct behavior in the library where someone may be offended and sue under the other Iowa and United States laws. It is one of the adult privileges to view pornography, (not obscenity or child pornography). It is NOT, however, one of the acceptable uses in the library.
Each user is responsible for complying with copyright law and adhering to software licensing agreements, as well as all local, state, and federal laws including, but not limited to, those concerning fraud, privacy, or obscenity.

Individual software may not be installed or used to alter or attach equipment to the library’s hardware or to attempt to bypass security features.

A flash drive may be used to save information from a computer. The library is not responsible for any damage to flash drives when used on library computers. Do not save documents, passwords, etc. to the library computers. 
There is a time limit of 30 minutes for internet use unless no one is waiting.

Only two people at the computer at a time.

A person cannot call in ahead and reserve the computer for their use.

Not following the Internet Policy will result in the loss of internet privileges. The length of suspension is at the discretion of the Library Director. Any illegal activity will be reported to law enforcement.

Specific Internet Safety Policy for Minors
Internet Safety Policy for patrons under the age of 17 as required by the public law, [47 U.S.C. §254 (h) and (1)] commonly known as: The Children’s Internet Protection Act (CIPA) and the Neighborhood Internet Protection Act (NIPA) which went into effect on April 20, 2001.

1.  Individuals covered by this policy may not use the Dunkerton Public 


Library Internet enabled computers to access inappropriate matter on the 


Internet, World Wide Web (WWW)) or any other resource.

2.  Individuals covered by this policy using the Dunkerton Public Library,


while using direct electronic communications, whether electronic mail, chat 


rooms, or any other form of direct electronic communications may not divulge


their name, age, address, location or other personal information.

3.  Individuals covered by this policy using the Dunkerton Public Library are 


specifically forbidden from using the Dunkerton Public Library computers 

for unauthorized access, modification, hacking, cracking and other unlawful


activities, including but not limited to accessing library and other networks.

4.  Individuals covered by this policy are specifically forbidden in using


the Dunkerton Public Library computers to provide unauthorized disclosure,


use, and dissemination of personal identifiable information concerning and


regarding themselves or any other person.

5.  Individuals covered by this policy may not use the Dunkerton Public


Library to access any material which might be harmful to minors.

The chart below outlines the Dunkerton Public Library’s penalties for violation of the rules and procedures by individuals covered by these rules.

First Offense - Verbal warning.


Second Offense - Written warning.


Third offense – loss of computer privileges with reinstatement of 



privileges only after safety conference which will include the 



Library Director, the patron, and the patron’s parent or guardian. 



The “Safety Conference” will cover such material as is needed to 



correct the problem.


Fourth Offense – loss of privileges for one year and Safety Conference.


Fifth Offense – loss of privileges while a minor.

2.        First Offense - Loss of privileges pending Safety Conference.


Second Offense - Loss of privileges pending Safety Conference and



written paper regarding the dangers of divulging personal



data on-line.


Third Offense - Loss of privileges while a minor.

3.       First Offense - Loss of privileges for one month.


Second Offense - Loss of privileges and a report to the County Attorney 



from the library. Reinstatement requires parental conference and



written approval of County Attorney.

4.       First Offense – Loss of privileges pending Safety Conference.


Second Offense - Loss of privilege pending Safety Conference and written



paper regarding the dangers of divulging personal data on-line.


Third Offense - Loss of privileges while a minor.

5.       First Offense - Loss of privileges pending parental conference. Conference



with parents will include a review of the site(s) in violation. 



Outcome, written parental statement to Library Director



concerning patron’s access to computers and written directive



to patron from parent as to allowed computer use.


Second Offense - Loss of privileges and publication of name to other



libraries.

6.  Any Offense - you will be reported to law enforcement.

Parental or guardian approval is required prior to internet use by minors. Record of approval is noted on their library account. While the rules are restrictive and the penalties harsh, they are intended to provide a safe environment for young people and to encourage access with parental involvement when the rules are not met.
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
